In his book, ñTreasures of the Transformed Life,ò John Ed 
Mathison writes about the importance of staying connected. 
He writes: ñWhen you were a kid, did your family meet at 
the table for dinner every night? Was there an expectation 
that youôd be there, pulling up your chair with the rest of 
them? There was a time when that happened in pretty much 
every household. Dad would come home from work, Mom 
would have cooked, and the kids would come from playing 
outside with friends just in time for everyone to sit down 
together. 
My, how things have changed. Recent statistics (2006) say 
that fewer than one third of all kids sit down to eat dinner 
with both parents on any given night. 
The unfortunate part is that when those meals went by the 
wayside, we lost more than just some good old-fashioned 
home cooking. We also lost a real time of connection. Fami-
ly dinners were a time to hear about each otherôs days. They 
allowed real conversations without a television drowning 
out the words. 
Granted, not everybody was lucky enough to sit down with a 
family that openly discussed issues or problems, and encour-
aged each other with kind words and great wisdom. For 
some, those family dinners might have been a time when the 
kids argued, Dad was distracted, and Mom seemed a little 
tired. Regardless of how it all played out, the important part 
was that everyone was there. Everyone could be counted on 
to be in their seats when they were supposed to be, and there 
was a certain comfort in the regularity and expectation of 
that. No matter what was going on outside, down the street 
or in the world, dinner was a time that families came togeth-

What happens without that connection? Everybody starts going his or her own way. 
In fact, a study by Columbia University found that teens who come from families 
that rarely eat dinner together are 72% more likely to use alcohol, illegal drugs, and 
cigarettes than the average teen. When we go off on our own, we lose the sense of 
accountability. Itôs the lone sheep who wanders off that is most susceptible to the 
attack of the wolf. 
In the same way, when we stop hanging around other Christians and start spending 
more time with people who have different priorities, our own priorities can start 
changing too. If we donôt spend time with others who focus on praying, attending 
worship services, serving God, and reading their Bibles, we may find that we do 
those things less and less as well.ò 
During this month we are focusing on our Small Group ministries. During our wor-
ship time, we plan to highlight one of our Home Bible Study groups. These groups 
meet regularly to pray, study the Bible, and support each other as a Christian fami-
ly. We also have plans to start new groupsðif you would like to start a new group 
in your home or here at the church, please contact me and Iôll help you get started. 
None of us can live the Christian life as an islandðalone and independent. We all 
need a small group experience to grow, to feel connected, to find support, and to 
experience Christian friendships.
